Extension to the Common Speech and Audio Materials for Preliminary Cross-check of Proponent Executables in the EVS Qualification Test
1. Summary

In Tdoc S4-120369, presented at SA4#68 in Kyoto, Dynastat provided a draft “Common Speech and Audio Materials” corpus. It contained a two sentence speech sample from one male and one female talker from each of six languages. It was expected that this material could be used in both the cross-check of preliminary CuTs and the development and cross-check of processing scripts.  It was also hoped that SA4 members would supplement this corpus with speech material from additional languages and sample audio material.

This contribution provides the following audio material for inclusion in the Common Speech and Audio Materials corpus:
Noise recordings for

Car environment

Street café environment, 

Sidewalk street environment, 

Intersection street environment,

Office environment.

Music sample recording

The noise files are meant to be used with the speech files currently included in the corpus. They are not meant to be used in the actual test. These files originated from material provided under license to 3GPP and ETSI for the AMR-NS effort. Individual speech samples, meeting the format requirements of the Test Plan EVS-8a, have been generated from the original corpus concatenated speech file. These files are included with the noise and music files. 

Recoding details and material descriptions are included in appendix A of this contribution. Due to size restrictions, the speech, noise and music files are provided in separate zip files labelled AHEVS-155_SupA,  AHEVS-155_SupB and AHEVS-155_SupC.and are emailed individually.
2. Discussion

Dynastat’s objective in supplying the initial “Common Speech and Audio Materials” corpus and this additional material is to assist the members of SA4 in the development and cross-check of the scripts required for the EVS Qualification subjective testing. All members of SA4 are encouraged to provide additional common source materials to aid in this effort. The expansion of the speech samples across additional languages is encouraged.
