1. Introduction
In the EVS SWG conference call #12, the collection of noise files was discussed and the majority of companies preferred Option C in [1]. As the sources of [1] pointed out, only Option C can be used for objective measurement. This input contribution therefore proposes a detailed procedure for noise file collection, SNR definition and selection of noise file for qualification, based on Option C.
2. Proposed procedure based on Option C
· All Proponent Companies (PCs) are invited to provide three different types of noise files (car noise, office noise, street noise). See the definition of these types in the Test Plan. The duration of those noise files should be longer than [x] sec. This results at most 13 noise files for each noise type.

· Host Lab (HL) blinds the received noise files such that their source companies cannot be identified.  HL makes [y] sec excerpt of each blinded noise file available to all PCs no later than [date TBD] for review and analysis.
· HL randomly selects one noise file per each audio bandwidth (NB, WB, SWB) and provides these selected files to Listening Labs  after the submission deadline of the candidate executables for the purpose of cross-checking.

3. Indication of noise file submissions
Following table is a place folder for indicating the noise files to be provided by each PC. The blank cells should be filled by the length of noise file to be submitted or N/A. This table will be updated by the indication during this conference call and will be incorporated in EVS-8a.
