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Introduction

During the SA4#75 the SA4 secretary informed the group that the funding for the selection and characterization was received from all companies and that the amount of 1.2 Mio EUR was received by ETSI. He also informed that the payment from a number of companies was received slightly after the date stated in the current version of the EVS-2 EVS project plan permanent document (S4-131109). 

In this input we propose to change the wording of the EVS-6b Selection Deliverables document to avoid an ambiguity about the fulfillment of the obligation related to the funding payment that might resolve from the reception of funds after the date stated in the current version of EVS-2 S4-131109.

Discussion

Section 5 of the EVS-6b document (S4-131126) starts with:
“The proponent company(ies) of a candidate codec must pay the required funding by the required date. Candidates that have not paid by the required date will be automatically excluded.”

The LoI following in the same section of EVS-6b states:

“…The payment shall be made by the signing party upon request (invoice) of ETSI, before the start of the work….”
Under the assumption of the finalization of the relevant P-docs during the SA4#75 meeting the EVS-2 permanent document (S4-131109) introduced the milestone: “ETSI shall have received the funding to which the candidate proponents have committed by their LoI by Sep 15th 2013” . The source notes that the relevant P-docs have not been finalized during the SA4#75 meeting and that the milestone does not anymore reflect the selection phase schedule.
Given the situation that the work has not started, no delay in the progress of the selection phase of the EVS codec has been introduced due to the reception of funds after Sept. 15, and that all required funding has been received, the source proposes to change the beginning of Section 5 of the EVS-6b document as follows:

“The proponent company(ies) of a candidate codec must pay the required funding by the required date. Candidates that have not paid by the required date will be automatically excluded.”

to avoid discussion on the required date and a complete re-definition of the selection process which would jeopardize the finalization date of the EVS standardization.
Conclusion
The source proposes to change the first paragraph in Section 5 of the EVS-6b Selection deliverables document to:

“The proponent company(ies) of a candidate codec must pay the required funding. Candidates that have not paid will be automatically excluded.”
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
