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Introduction

During the SA4#75 meeting it became apparent that the agreement on using 50% music and 50% mixed content together with the definition of the music categories as “modern” and “classical”, the definition of the mixed types in EVS-3, and the agreements around the specification of the P.800 tests are in conflict.
The GAL explained that for a balanced test design it is required to define 6 categories for the mixed and music tests (S4-130998). The source agrees with this assessment. In S4-130998 it is concluded that three categories for mixed content and three categories for music need to be defined and assumed a balance of 50% mixed content and 50% music.
In this contribution the source proposes a definition of 6 categories that is easy to implement, and minimizes changes in the previously agreed setup. In particular, the source avoids the re-definition of the elaborately defined mixed and music categories. Instead the balance of 50/50 mixed and music is re-addressed. 
Discussion

The EVS-3 performance requirements document (S4-130522) lists 4 types of mixed content in its Annex B:
· Radio Jingle, Movie Trailer 

· Advertisement

· On hold content / answering machine message

· Speech over back ground music

and the music categories were agreed as
1) modern music

2) classical music

Defining the 4 types of mixed content as 4 categories leads to the required number of 6 categories:

1) Radio Jingle, Movie Trailer 

2) Advertisement

3) On hold content / answering machine message

4) Speech over back ground music

5) modern music

6) classical music

The consequence is that the balance between mixed content and music content is shifted from 50%/50% to 2/3 mixed content 1/3 music. However, given the definition of the mixed content categories, that includes advertisement and on hold content / answering machine message, it is the opinion of the source that this split reflects the use cases of the EVS codec well.

Conclusion and Proposal
The sources propose to define the 6 categories for mixed and music testing as:
1) Radio Jingle, Movie Trailer 

2) Advertisement

3) On hold content / answering machine message

4) Speech over back ground music

5) modern music

6) classical music

where categories 1)-4) are mixed content categories and categories 5) and 6) are music categories. The source notes that this results in a split between mixed content and music content of 2/3 and 1/3.
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
