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1 Introduction
In SA4 #79, good progress was made in the area of planning for the EVS characterization test, including identifying candidate conditions for the SWB experiments.
This contribution presents a proposal for NB and WB (including IO mode) conditions for the characterization phase testing.  

In addition, updated text for the characterization phase test plan document is proposed.

A discussion of the use of the duplicated tests is also presented.
2 NB and WB/IO Conditions
The NB and WB tabs in the spreadsheet that is part of this contribution contains a proposal of conditions to be tested in the NB and WB/IO experiments.  These conditions were selected from those identified as candidates in S4-140502.  These selections were influenced by the priorities expressed during the earlier selection of SWB conditions.  Updates to the spreadsheet are marked in yellow and include a reorganization of material in the SWB tab.
3 Updated Characterization Test Plan

A proposal of updated text is contained in the set of Word document that are part of this contribution.  The main document that is already available has been progressed, and an Annex, based on the Selection phase annexes has been added.  The updates to the main document are generally removal of information specific to the selection phase and the modification of text that is needed for the characterization phase.
Currently, all text in the test plan is un-agreed, and all text is in a single bracket.  This proposal puts each individual section in its own set of brackets to facilitate agreement of text.  It is proposed that we identify some sections of text from which the brackets can be removed. 

4 Duplicated Tests
The characterization phase, as it is currently envisioned, contains 8 tests (all speech) that are duplicated with the exception of language.  This provides some flexibility in the event we identify additional characterization testing that we want to do, or, in the unlikely event that a retest from the selection phase is required.  In either of these scenarios, we may simply decide not to duplicate the test in favour of additional testing.

5 Conclusion

Updates to the characterization test plan are presented for discussion and approval.  
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
