	In the current version of the "IMS based PSS & MBMS User service" specification, the content of the SIP Notify sent by the SDF to the UE is not described.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	The objective of the pseudo-CR is to describe the content of the SIP Notify request sent from the SDF to the UE. A few modifications on the clause 6.2.3 Procedures at the SDF are also added by this pseudo-CR.

	Consequences if not approved:

	The content of the Notify will not be described, and so the service discovery procedure clause will not be complete.


FIRST CHANGE BEGIN
The SDF addresses are determined by the UE using any of the alternatives as defined in section 5, Service Provider Discovery.
When the SDF receives a SUBSCRIBE request, it may perform user's identity verification as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229. After successful user identification, if a User Profile is available it is possible to perform personalization of the body (Service Attachment Information) of the NOTIFY request.
The SDF shall examine the parameters specified in the SIP SUBSCRIBE body and shall then record UE capabilities information as part of the user profile data.

NOTE : The UE capabilities that are recorded as part of the user profile may be used by the SSF for personalization purposes.
In case of successful subscription, the SDF shall generate a SIP 200 OK in response to the SUBSCRIBE request. The SDF shall then send a NOTIFY request immediately.

The contents of the NOTIFY request shall be as follows:
· The Event header shall be set to the "ua-profile" event package.
· The "effective-by" parameter for the event header shall be set to 0.
· The content type shall be set to …
Editor's note: whether the value of the content type is the same as defined in ETSI TISPAN 183 063 is FFS.
· The message body shall contain an XML document listing SSF addresses and the means of connecting to the SSFs for retriveing service selection information described in TISPAN 183.063 clause 5.2.2.3. The "@technology" element name indicates the technology used to for delivering service selection information. It shall be set to the "openmobilealliance.org_bcast".
