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1. Introduction
Bookmark service provides a method for a viewer to create, manage and retrieve a marked point of PSS or MBMS user service. It can provide convenience to user and bring added profit for operator.
Some use case and requirement had been developed in permanent document TDoc S4-090379.
This contibution gives a discussion on the overall procedures for bookmark service.

2. Discussion

2.1 General Discussion 

The bookmark service procedures can be splited into several sub-cases:

1) Create a bookmarik during a PSS or MBMS session.
2) Manage a bookmark, e.g. modify the title, or delete a bookmark.
3) Retrieve a bookmark, e.g. during session establishment, or independent to session establishment.
4) Transfer or share a bookmark to another device, or user subscription.
From UE perspective,  a UE may implement each case above with different choices. 

For Case 1), HTTP or SIP can be used to create a bookmark in principle. However, a bookmark is created when a PSS or MBMS session is ongoing. This means a SIP dialog is established in IMS case, so SIP is a preferred way in IMS case and SIP INFO can be used.
For Case 2), HTTP is OK and may not be our focus.
For Case 3), the bookmark(s) can be retrieved via HTTP independent to a session establishment procedure, or via SIP during a session establishment procedure.
For Case 4), both HTTP and SIP can be used. 
2.1 Status in TISPAN and OIPF
TISPAN did not specify bookmark service.
OIPF has been working on this topic in R2. In section 6.17 bookmarking of OIPF working document – Functional Architecture – V 2.0 (May 17, 2009), some procedures has been developed. 
We should take the above specification into account and keep consistent each other.

Proposal
Based on above discussion, we propose to agree on the following assumptions:

1) Specify bookmark creating, retrieval, and transfer procedures in TS 26.237, especially on the SIP based procedures.

2) Keep consistent with the relevant specification in TISPAN and OIPF.
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
