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1 Introduction
The IVS work item for "Improved Video Support for PSS and MBMS" [1] involves evaluating and specifying the appropriate H.264/AVC minimal level support requirements, i.e. so-called baseline terminals. PSS [2] and MBMS [3] Release 8 recommend support for H.264 Constrained Baseline Profile at Level 1.2, which includes QVGA at 15fps (and even up 20fps). Below is a discussion of level support and a recommendation to increase the level to 1.3 for Release 9, which is required for decoding TV at 25 or 30Hz in QVGA resolution.
2 Discussion
H.264 Constrained Baseline Profile (Baseline Profile with constraint_set1_flag set to 1) is currently supported by PSS and MBMS at Level 1.2. 

Level 1.2 and Level 1.3 support the same frame sizes up to 396 MBs (16x16 pixels). This includes QCIF, QVGA and WQVGA, but not larger frame sizes such as HVGA, VGA, etc.
Level 1.2 supports video bitrates up 384 kbps with maximum 6000 MB/s, whereas level 1.3 supports the higher rates 768 kbps and 11880 MB/s, respectively. The corresponding maximum frame rates for levels 1.2 and 1.3 are given in the table below:

Hence, in order to support QVGA (or WQVGA) video at 25 or 30 Hz, Level 1.3 is required. 
3 Proposal

We propose to update the TR for improved video support [4] and recommend H.264 Level 1.3 for PSS and MBMS Baseline terminals. The following text should be added to Clause 6:
In order to support TV in QVGA (and WQVGA) resolution at 25 and 30Hz, it is proposed that MBMS and PSS recommend H.264 Constrained Baseline Profile at Level 1.3.
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
