1 Introduction

Comments, discussion, and proposals in this document are based on S4-100185.

This document proposes various editorial changes (with text changes provided), suggests addition of definitions and abbreviations for the new terms related to HTTP streaming (without text changes provided), and suggests to clarify a few places in subsection 12.2.1 (Introduction) of S4-100185 (without text changes provided).
2 Comments, discussions, and proposals
1) We have reviewed the CR on HTTP streaming in S4-100185 and make various editorial changes throughout the document. We propose to adopt these editorial changes. These editorial changes, among other changes, are found in S4-AHI176, and are marked in relative to S4-100185.

2) We propose to add definitions and abbreviations of new terms, such as Media Presentation Description (MPD), Periods, Representations, Alternative Representation, Segments, and so on. These may be added either in the Definitions/Abbreviations sections of the PSS specification or new subsections in section 12.
3) In the following sentence in subsection 12.2.1, "(it cannot be that one alternative representation is Spiderman and another alternative representation is Superman)" talks about Alternative Representation, while the main part of the sentence talks about Representation. We propose to remove the text in the parenthesis, and add the clarification in the definition of Alternative Representation.
Each Period contains one or more Representations from the same media content (it cannot be that one alternative representation is Spiderman and another alternative representation is Superman).

4) In subsection 12.2.1, "timeline of each period" is mentioned without being clearly specified or cross-referenced. We propose that it is specified or cross-referenced to somewhere else that actually contains the specification.

5) The following descriptions are not entirely consistent.
In Section 12.2.1, it states: “If the type of the media presentation is OnDemand then the media presentation start time is assumed to be 0.”

In Section 12.2.2, it states: “For OnDemand the start attribute of the first period may be set to an arbitrary time.”

We propose that this is clarified to be consistent.
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
