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1 Introduction

Comments, discussion, and proposals in this document are based on S4-100185.

This document proposes to relax the restriction that a representation ID is unique across periods and to explicitly require representations start at random access points. Required text changes, among other changes, are found in subsection 12.2.3 of S4-AHI176, and are marked in relative to S4-100185.
2 Comments, discussions, and proposals
1) Representation ID is unique within one media presentation and across periods. However, if two original contents (media representations) with separate MPDs are spliced into one media presentation, merging of the MPDs into one MPD for the spliced media presentation most likely would require assignment of new representation IDs. Furthermore, any two periods containing representations originated from the same media track of an original content file must use different representation IDs in the two periods. These are not ideal. Therefore, we propose that representation ID is unique within one period, instead of within one media presentation. 
2) We propose to explicitly require that each representation (and consequently each period) starts with random access points for each media component included.
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
