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1 Introduction

In order to perform rigorous and repeatable comparisons, the design of the experiments must be properly constructed.  This document describes a comparison methodology design to facilitate such a comparison.

2 Proposals
2.1 Single Core
In S4-AHI286 it was agreed that one core shall be used.  The procedure provided in S4-AHI299 provides a method for shutting down CPU1.  The method provided, though, does not force CPU1 to remain disabled, as this CPU can restart on its own.  For example, pressing the home button the device can restart the CPU.  Similarly, running software tasks can intermittently start the CPU, even if it has been previously disabled using the provided procedure.
It is proposed to rebuild the kernel in order to have a build in which CPU1 is disabled.

2.2 Unnecessary Processes
In S4-AHI286, it was agreed to have a list of processes that are unnecessary and that shall be switched off.  It is proposed that this list is created and added to the test plan.
2.3 Submission Template

It is proposed that a submission template be created to facilitate the submission and comparison of data.  
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
