Network Assistance 










The Uplink Network Assistance (UNA) feature enables a UE that is acting as a 5G Media Uplink Streamer to improve the QoE of content up-streaming sessions, and is provided by the Network Assistance Server (NAssS), which is a sub-function of the Media AF.  

UNA is based on the model of the client UE (5G Media Uplink Streamer) requesting network assistance and the NAssS responding to the request.  The UNA functionality may be granted to a client supporting the provision of upstreamed media content with either only the first or with both of the two functions below, in both cases based on the client having made a request to the NAssS for Uplink Network Assistance:

-
The NAssS indicates to the client the highest suitable media rate for the next period of up-streamed content, based on the versions that are able to be provided;

-
The NAssS indicates to the client a temporary delivery boost facility for occasions when the content upstream output buffer on the client risks suffering from over-run.

Once an Uplink Network Assistance session is active, the client may issue an Uplink Network Assistance call prior to sending the next portion of upstreamed content to the AS.
