The 5GS offers network assistance to multimedia sessions for which provisioning has been performed using the M1d by the content provider with the Provisioning 5GMSd AF. A new media streaming session is detected by the Session Handler, which in turn will intiate a network assistance session with the Assistance 5GMS AF over the M5d interface. 
A Policy Template (PT) provides a description of a set of operation points and their respective QoS and charging requirements. The PT is configured as part of the Provisioning procedures with the 5GMS AF and information about the configured policy templates are shared with the Network Assistance 5GMS AFs. 
The PT resource is defined according to the following table:
