	· One issue TBC is whether the metrics reports are delivered to the AF and/or OAM ( from TS 26.501 it has to be the OAM.
· So need to check how the 26.247 metrics fit in here now.

· In 26.501 there might be some confusion with trusted/untrusted. E.g. can an OAM ever be untrusted if metrics reporting is done via the control plane? 

· Also in 26.501 – what would make the UE functions MSH and MP “trusted”?

· Currently clause 11.4 is foreseen for metrics reporting but likely it should rather be in clause 11.3, i.e. move consumption reporting to clause 11.4. This is how it is foreseen in clause 4.2 as well.

Procedures for metrics reporting
These procedures shall be used by the Media Session Handler to control metrics reporting when such reporting is configured by the OAM via the 5G control channel.

The Media Session Handler shall subscribe to metrics configurations from the OAM according to TS 26.247 Annex L.1. When a metrics configuration is received, the Media Session Handler shall store this configuration and use it for all subsequent streaming sessions.

When a streaming session is started the Media Session Handler shall determine whether metrics from this session shall be reported. The determination shall be based on the sample percentage and streaming source filter specified in the stored metrics configuration, according to TS 26.247 Annex F.

If metrics are required to be reported for the session, the Media Session Handler shall manage the retrieval of metrics data from the Media Player via the metrics reporting procedures of the M7d (UE Media Player) interface, as described in clause 4.9.2.
