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1 Introduction

The purpose of this document is to point out the text locations in latest version of TS 26.233 that probably need attention from the PSM Ad-hoc Group while we are preparing the transparent end-to-end packet switched streaming service specifications for approval in SA#11. Namely, some sentences in the scope and  naming of Clause 5 raised concerns in some SA#10 participants as was already pointed out by the SA4 chairman in the SA4#15 Munich plenary meeting. 

Now, the undersigned was informed that the decision in previous SA2 plenary was that SA2 Chairman has re-assured SA4 the mandate to continue the specification work as "business as usual", although the group did not have time to review our LS where the drafts were attached for S2 and T2 review. It might still be worthwile to introduce some clarifying editorial changes to our TS to avoid risk of misunderstandings at the SA plenary level. The following sections catch the risky parts as I have found out, and proposes new wordings.

2 proposal on problematic sentences & replacement texts

In the last sentence of Introduction clause on page 4, it currently says

This document defines the overall architecture of 3G packet-switched streaming services (3G PSS).
Which includes word architecture - which is mainly seen in 3GPP as responsibility of TSG SA2. To make the wording reflect our true service concept  it could rather say

This document defines the general application level description of the network transparent 3G packet-switched streaming services (3G PSS).

The Scope of 26.233 on page 5 says

The present document contains a general description of a packet-switched streaming service in 3G networks. In particular, it defines the overall architecture and terminal related components.  Protocols and codecs are defined in [1].

A more subtle scope for the specification could be

The present document contains a general description of a transparent packet-switched streaming service in 3G networks. In particular, it defines the usage scenarios, overall high level end-to-end service concept, and lists terminal related functional components. It also lists any identified service interworking requirements.  Protocols and codecs are defined in [1].
Clause 5 is named "General network architecture" which definitely may have risen worries in SA2. A more suitable replacement heading title could be "General service architecture"
 The text in first paragraph of clause 5:

Figure 2 shows the most important network entities involved in a 3G packet -switched streaming service. A streaming service requires at least a content server and a streaming client. Additional components like portals, profile servers caching servers and proxies might be involved as well to provide additional services or to improve the overall service quality.

Could  rather be as follows:

Figure 2 shows the most important service specific entities involved in a 3G packet -switched streaming service. A streaming service requires at least a content server and a streaming client. A streaming server is located behind the Gi interface. Additional components like portals, profile servers, caching servers and proxies located behind the Gi interface might be involved as well to provide additional services or to improve the overall service quality.

(In 3GPP network architecture, Gi is the native IP interface between the GGSN and the generic IP networks)

This seems to be all sensitive text in current specification.

Changes proposed for preparation towards version 2.0.0

Additionally, to more easily meet the requirements for a TS to be raised to version 2.0.0, the editor would propose that the "FFS" statements in interworking related subclauses 8.1 (WAP) and 8.3 (Charging & billing services) and in clause 9 (Security) should be changed to "Not required.", as there has been so far no Release 4 inputs to have interworking defined for these services. 

Also, the first editor's note on checking interworking with HSS/user profiles or IM sub-system should be removed.
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
