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1 Introduction

During the SG12 meeting held in October 2007 at Geneva, ITU-T Recommendation P.79 has been modified in order to take into account the possibility to handle Narrow band and Wideband calls using the same terminal.
2 Modifications to ITU-T Recommendation P.79
ITU-T Recommendation P.79 describes the preferred method for calculating loudness ratings. Historically, the loudness ratings have been computed for Narrowband and the weightings to be used are in Table 1/P.79 in ITU-T Recommendation P.79 (09/99). Then with the development of wideband telephony some work has been done and the result was the weightings in Table G.1/P.79 in ITU-T Recommendation P.79/AnnexG (11/2001). At the time the annex G was developed, terminals built for Wideband telephony were not foreseen to communicate also in Narrowband. 

Nowadays, connections where both Wideband and Narrowband devices are communicating together have to be considered; a same terminal could be used for Narrowband or for Wideband telephony. Mixed connections are felt of crucial importance in some SDOs. Even it should be envisaged to switch from Wideband to Narrowband during a call. 
As conclusion of the SG12 meeting discussions, a corrigendum to ITU-T Recommendation P.79 has been approved:

· Annex G is dedicated to apply only for end-to-end Wideband transmission (100 Hz to 7 kHz) between Wideband terminals.
· Annex A describing the narrow-band Loudness Ratings is applicable for narrow-band and "dual-Mode"mixed narrow-band / wide-band end to end transmission
