Tdoc S4-AHQ117 Cover page for presentation to SA#74 of TR 26.954 (Test plan for speech quality and delay through a headset electrical interface), from ORANGE, was presented by Mr. Stéphane Ragot.
Comments: outstanding issues were asked to be added.

-	Delay/loss profiles to be used for MTSI-based speech-only with Wi-Fi access
-	Clock accuracy requirements with level of requirement (shall or should)
Comments: the clock accuracy in sub-clause 5.14 was discussed ('shall/should' and the value '10/50 ppm' were left to be further checked off-line with testing houses). Delay budget and profiles for WiFi access were also discussed (same values as for LTE?, should the spec require shields for test rooms in case of radio collision simulation?). Appropriate profiles for WiFi end-to-end connections would be needed.
Conclusion: input was invited to be provided at SA4#92; the contribution was noted.

Tdoc S4-AHQ119 Draft CR to TS 26.132 on EXT_UED, from ORANGE, was briefly presented by Mr. Stéphane Ragot.
This document is a re-submission of TD S4-161246.
The following aspects are currently open:
-	Setup requirements for WLAN (max. jitter, radio configurations, etc.) - inputs are invited
-	Delay/loss profiles to be used for MTSI-based speech-only with Wi-Fi access - new Annex to be added when profiles are available
-	Testing with artificial clock skew in receiving - inputs invited, considering possibility to include clock skew in current profiles to avoid extra tests.

Comments: testing with artificial clock skew was briefly discussed (the reference system should assure a reliable set-up). About delay/loss profiles to be used for MTSI-based speech-only with Wi-Fi access, Knowles informed that profiles are expected to be available for next SA4#92 meeting in January 2017.
Conclusion: input was invited to be provided at SA4#92; the contribution was noted.
