· Tomas: What does self-captured mean? Do you see your hands?

· Simon: you may see an abstract representation of your hands

· Andre: Why is the latency/latency several hundred of ms? Strike out red part

· Simon: ok

· Tomas: Delay for self-view needs to be kept to a minimum. Delete the minimum.

·  Andre: Add a sentence that says that this is sufficient to keep the sense of presence.

· Thomas: Still confused about self-view

· Simon: It is about seeing parts of your own body

· Thomas: Ok, but the description is unclear. And this does not require network involvement

· Simon: May still do if you do network processing.

· Thomas: needs some terminology updates.

· Thomas: I do not understand what Streaming end-points and depth information means

· Simon: We need to address this in the standardization

· Stefan B: Process question - can we agree in principle and work on this later?

· Thomas: would like to see a bit more commitment. We are not blocking, but the use case is not something we support as the setup is rather complex with multiple pieces of equipment that need to be setup. If telepresence, then it should be stated clearly.

· Mary-Luc, Gilles: Supportive in general, but still need updates.

· Use Case 2:

· Simon: expect similar comments as above. We will not address

· Tomas: Is this 6DoF?

· Simon: Not really, it is more 3DoF+ or 6DOF.
