· Gazi: This is helpful, thanks. About “implementations exist in the market”, in the 5G network, this is not always possible.
· Imed: the concept should exist at least.
· Gazi: 2nd question, about extension of the client API if needed, some aspects of the call flows are not clear.  
· Imed: If something is not clear, we should try to clarify. On call flow themself, I am fine. But the profiles will go to the annex. We should not define call flow, we should define pieces of the profiles.
· Thibaud: Can you give more details on what these “guidelines” will be?
· Imed: My idea is to give guidelines to implementers. I don’t like to include call flows, but it can be acceptable as long as they are not specifying stage 2 or stage 3.
· Thomas: The MSE concept in document in a TR. This is to help implementers. Here, it is difficult to complete the work because a lot of new features are still coming at a very late stage.
· Thibaud: Those were initially presented during the Chicago meeting.
· Gazi: We are not asking anyone to improve the spec but we are asking if there is a room to improve the spec.
· Thibaud: We should clarify the implementation question raised by Gazy before agreeing. What would be the definition of a concept?
