3GPP Videotelephoney Naming Convention

3GPP TSG-SA 4 is currently defining the new video telephony standard. The basis for the 3GPP work is the ITU-T Recommendation H.324/M. In order to fulfil particular requirements from 3GPP manufacturer 3GPP changed some parts of the H.324/M. For example in the ITU H.324/M both H.261 and H.263 are mandatory video codecs. 3GPP’s H.324/M mandates only H.263 and H.261 is optional. A more powerful change is the deleting of the G.723.1 speech codec that is replaced in 3GPP H.324/M by the mandatory AMR codec.

However there is no clear distinguish between an ITU H.324/M and an 3GPP H.324/M. We agree that there exists a technical specification that defines the differences of ITU’s and 3GPP’s H.324/M. However we have the fear that most implementers or customers are not aware of such a difference.

Therefore Siemens proposes to change the naming of the video telephony to a more 3GPP specific wording. However due to the close relationship of 3GPP’s H.324/M to ITU’s H.324/M we disagree to define an entire new naming. Therefore we propose to use a new wording such as 3GPP-324M or MW324 (Mobile Wireless). 
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
