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LS about Synchronisation
The SWG2 Terminal Interface group in T2 is currently evaluating and defining how best to handle data synchronisation between end user devices and external world sources.  Part of this process includes identifying the state of the data synchronisation efforts currently in existence or in development by other standards development organisations.  An in-process Technical Report covering the activities in this part of the process is available as T2 (99)669 (file ID T2-99669.doc).  This process also includes the definition of any needed protocols to bridge existing standards to 3GPP’s requirements.

If any or all of the recipient groups are also investigating synchronisation as part of their work, please let us know so that we can mutually benefit from each other’s work and, in order to avoid duplication of effort and possible inconsistencies, T2 proposes that:-

1. All such work currently in process be identified and shared between the above identified groups,

2. Formal synchronisation work will be investigated/performed by T2 as part of its Release 99 work,

3. Functionality will be defined by T2 and made available to other TSG groups as desired and as needed, and

4. Ancillary functionality defined by other such groups should be forwarded to T2 for inclusion in the formal synchronisation work.

T2 would be willing to provide any or all of the above identified groups with a short update presentation on T2 SWG2’s progress to date.
T2 notes the LS from T3 in Tdoc T2-99655 (T3-99264) and strongly supports the proposal to have a common discussion during the next meeting which will take place in Korea during the week beginning 4th October.
It would also be appreciated if other such groups could make a short presentation on their synchronisation efforts during this same meeting.
