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The new chapter 6.6.1 specifies these parameters and has to be added to chapter 6.6 of TS 26.111

6.6.1

Definition and Restriction of MPEG-4 Visual Simple Profile Parameters

This section defines the particular usage of specific parameters within the ISO Recommendation of MPEG4 visual simple profile. The definitions and restriction is given for the decoder, however implies that those are also mandatory for the encoder unit. 

In the following section the term “MPEG-4” expresses the wording “MPEG-4 visual simple profile”.

a) Each 3G-H324M MPEG-4 decoder shall be able to decode all frame-rates up to 15frames per second, but need not support anything larger if it exploits MPEG4 simple profile level 1.

b) Each 3G-H324M MPEG-4 decoder shall assume a fixed f-code value of 1, if it exploits the MPEG-4 simple profile level 1.

c) Each 3G-H324M MPEG-4 decoder shall assume a fixed intra_dc_vlc_threshold of 0, if it exploits the MPEG-4 simple profile level 1.

d) Each 3G-H324M MPEG-4 decoder shall assume a maximum number of horizontal pixels of 176, if it exploits the MPEG-4 simple profile level 1.

e) Each 3G-H324M MPEG-4 decoder shall assume a maximum number of vertical pixels of 144, if it exploits the MPEG-4 simple profile level 1.
