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In TSG RAN WG3 meeting #9 (6th to 10th Dec. ’99), transfer of GSM-AMR Codec Mode Command over Iu interface was discussed. TSG RAN WG3 would like to inform TSG SA WG4 of the discussion result and kindly ask appropriate actions taken by SA WG4.

The Codec Mode Command, which is sent to the UE in the case of TFO, shall be transferred from the transcoder to RNC by using the Iu UP protocol control frame “Iu rate control.” RNC, then triggers TFC control procedure toward the UE through a “Transparent Mode DCCH” which is a separate DCCH for such a fast mode control of the uplink data transfer.

It was felt necessary to transfer this information to SA WG4 since relevant specifications are drafted by the group (e.g., TS 26.102 version 0.3.0) and modifications are necessary. SA WG4 is kindly requested to check the consistency of their specifications with this decision by RAN WG3 and take necessary actions.

Besides the above decision, additional requirement on GSM-AMR transcoder and Iu UP protocol was briefly discussed. Although not in the scope of R3, it was discussed that the above mentioned Transparent Mode DCCH should be established when and only when it is necessary. If this is the selected solution, then for RNC to detect the necessity, certain indication at the RNC might be necessary. Due to time constraint, RAN WG3 could not reach a conclusion on this matter. A possible solution may be an enhancement of the Iu UP protocol. TSG SA WG4 will be informed on this matter when RAN WG3 reach a consensus on this issue.

Finally, RAN WG3 would appreciate a co-operation of SA WG4 on this issue and would like to keep this communication in the future.
