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1. Introduction

This document contains proposals for modifications of the document : “AMR wideband performance requirements (WB-3) version 1.0”. Tdoc 37/00. Tdoc 37/00 was produced with revision marks in order to separate agreed text and proposals made during the last meeting in Kyoto.

The objective is to produce requirements in line with our expectations of a wideband speech service over different systems.

2. Proposal

2.1 Bit rates and application C, D and E

In section 3 of the reference document, it is proposed to add :

“The performance requirements and objectives in this sub-clause apply only to bit-rates greater than 22.8kbit/s.”

Therefore, with the current wording, if no bit rates higher than 22.8kbit/s are part of the candidate solution, the requirements don’t apply. In our understanding, the choice of source bit rates is part of the design. We propose that the requirements for application C, D and E apply to the candidate’s solution independently of the bit rates chosen. Therefore, we propose to remove that statement from the reference document.

2.2 Performances in application C, D and E with no errors

We are in favour of keeping the current proposal. I.e, the AMR WB candidate shall be “not worse than G.722-64k” in application C, D and E with no errors. 

2.3 Performances in application C, D and E with music

No requirements are currently set for performances in music. The design of the AMR wideband codec is focused on speech and not music. Therefore, we suggest that the requirements in music be set to make sure that it prevents high degradations and not high performances : 

“The AMR WB candidate shall be “not worse than G.722-24k” with music for application C, D and E with no errors”.
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
