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Summary of Content:

Concerns were raised within the GCF membership regarding the ‘Headset’ requirements referenced in TS26.132 which have been used in GCF’s audio work item (WI-252).

Initially these concerns centred on how conformance testing should be performed either with the Headset supplied with the device or the manufacturers default Headset. Further questions were then raised as to how these test cases were validated and if when testing could results differ depending on a number of factors such as the positioning methods used and type of Headset used if not same as that used for validation.
Many OEMs do not supply wired headsets with their devices and many consumers use their own Headsets rather than the ‘out of the box’ headsets. To add further complication; TS26.132 is not clear on what a ‘Headset’ is (ITU-T P.380 states: Apparatus for telephony comprising essentially a “hands-free” handset which is typically secured to the head of the wearer).
In GCF, all Headset related test cases have now been downgraded so they are not part of mandatory conformance testing.

The considered opinion of UE manufacturers is that the nature of these test cases are performance rather than conformance
