3.	Discussion of the contribution provided to the conference call
Tdoc S4-AHQ147 Proposal for data collection of HaNTE	Qualcomm Incorporated
This contribution proposes an initial plan for data collection in support of the work item on Handsets Featuring Non-Traditional Earpieces (HaNTE), approved at SA#86.
Comments/Questions: 

Tomas: do you have different for mounting of devices. Different mounting may lead to differences.
Andre: During the study phase it was observed even within the same lab. Some phones don’t exhibit differences depending on mounting. The Round Robin should shed some light. What I envision is 2 or 3 mounting positions and for each HATS model.
Stéphane: thanks for taking our input into account. Orange is positive and depending on the effort we could be a test lab. We are not able to commit before June but could act as Lab 3 according to the plan. It’s a good idea to continue the discussion at SA4#108-e and telcos. For some test we have clear methods. For Sound Radiation measurement in the far-field are you sure test labs would be ready for this ? How many positions to you expect?
Andre: 2 or 3 positions expected. Qualcomm could be Lab 1 and try more positions but some of them may not be necessary for all labs. Could start with more than needed and then cut it down. The exact test methods should be shared over the reflector for the Round Robin to be performed correctly. For sound radiation we need some proposal but should not be that difficult.
Jan: thank you for this proposal. We’re supportive. 1) time plan, April Lab 1 is difficult for us. We also propose to be Lab 3. Lab 2 in May should work but we need to check further. The testing should not be that extensive. 2) nominal and maximum are multiplicators to other like Volumes etc.?
Andre: I see that multiple positions have to do with frequency Response and not distorsion. So we should not measure everything.
Jan: only on RLR/RFR for multiple positions then. Regarding devices, should we only pick the ones with ECRP or any commercial device with no known positioning?
Andre: don’t know. Don’t know yet how we acquire the devices.
Alain: I have such devices and recommended positions given by the vendor. Maybe start with recommended and then alternate positions. Do we try to make the test for different HATS ?
Andre: maybe best effort based when labs have more than one HATS and have the time for extra testing ? At least we can do more than one.
Andre: how many device models do you have currently?
Alain: 2 different handsets. Still need to confirm they can be used for round robin.
Conclusion: 
•	Agree in principle on conduction of round robin test: Agreed.
•	Identify 3 test labs interested in participating in the round robin: labs identified are
· Lab 1: Qualcomm - confirmed
· Lab 2: HEAD acoustics – to be confirmed
· Lab 3: Orange – to be confirmed (June or later)
The tentative time-frame is agreed.
