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1 Introduction

An LS was received from GCF CAG in S4-200537. They ask SA4 about testing headset UE considering that headsets are often not provided as part of a phone sales item. Sony has suggested a draft LS response in S4-200605.
Samsung has suggested changes to TS 26.131 and TS 26.132, in the following documents:

S4-200504 Clarifying nature of headset requirements (Samsung)
This is a draft CR to 26.131 suggesting a note stating specifically for headset mode, in the clause about “Interfaces”:

“The requirements for headsets are for measuring performance, rather than testing conformance.”

Feedback from the source of this discussion tdoc:
1. Why mention conformace testing at all? This is not decided in 3GPP. We can however give technical guidance, as in the draft LS or in some other way.

2. If we specifically omit headset testing from “conformance”, it suggests that all the other cases are for “conformance”, while we should not state anything for conformance.

3. The terminology “performance” seems to come from GCF. In TS 26.131 terminology it might be similar to “performance characterization”

4.  If we would at some point make changes, perhaps we should seek another clause in the specification, rather than “Interfaces”.

5. Formality: A note cannot have normative text 

S4-200505 Handling insert-type headsets that not fitting ear simulators properly (Samsung)

This is a draft CR to 26.132 suggesting to remove this:

“Some insert earphones might not fit properly in Type 3.3 ear simulators. For such insert type headsets, an ITU-T Recommendation P.57 [14] Type 2 ear simulator may be used in conjunction with the HATS mouth simulator.”

Feedback from the source of this discussion tdoc:
1. This text was inserted to solve a problem which still exists.
2. There is no apparent connection between the reasons for change to the actual changes.
3.  In the future, if we have new artificial ears with anatomically shaped ear canals, the text can perhaps be removed.

2 Proposal
At this stage it seems prudent to reply to GCF along the lines proposed in tdoc 605. If the group sees a need that 3GPP covers not only cases where the headset is part of the device under test but also headset interface testing (such as audio jack/plug etc), agreement of a new work item would be advisable.
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
