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	Reason for change:
	· [bookmark: _GoBack]Testing organizations raised concerns on how conformance testing should be performed either with the headset supplied with the device or the manufacturers default headset (GCF explains in S4-200537).
· Further questions were raised as to how test cases were validated when testing results could differ depending on a number of factors such as the positioning methods and type of headsets that might not be same as those used for validation.
· Many manufacturers do not supply wired headsets with their UEs and many consumers use their own headsets rather than the ‘out of the box’ headsets.
· With the variety of headsets currently bundled with the UEs or used by consumers, digital/analog, wired/wireless, or earphone/earpiece, what a ‘headset’ means, as stated as “an apparatus for telephony comprising essentially a “hands-free” handset which is typically secured to the head of the wearer” in ITU-T P.380, is not clear.

Recommendations for the setup and positioning of headsets are given in ITU-T Recommendation P.380. If not stated otherwise, headsets shall be placed in their recommended wearing position. Some insert earphones might not fit properly in Type 3.3 ear simulators. For such insert type headsets, an ITU-T Recommendation P.57 [14] Type 2 ear simulator may be used in conjunction with the HATS mouth simulator. The HATS should be equipped with two artificial ears as specified in ITU-T Recommendation P.57 [14]. For binaural headsets two artificial ears are required.
