· Presented by Richard Bradbury (BBC). 

· Several options for API naming scheme. Should choose one and apply it consistently throughout the spec. Maybe option E could be the best.
· Thorsten – option E misses linkage to session. Also the relation to the service needs clarifying, e.g. one ingest could be a TV service. Certificates could also be used across several services. Need to id which resources belong to a session, and which might be common across multiple configs.

· Richard – diagram shows the table 2 options. Indeed might make sense to have the Ingest Config a sub-resource of the App Service Config.

· Imed – clarify what is wrong with the current structuring in 512. Richard – each API adopts a different RESTful style. Prefer a sub-resource design? Imed – e.g. provisionings/{provisioning-id}/ingests/{ingest-id}, according to common practice.

· Richard – was not sure hence marked in red, might agree

· Thorsten – sounds ok, might not need provider id in the path.

· Richard – clarify App service provider id. Thorsten – on m5 need to know where the service comes from(?). Imed – cannot query the provisionings. Thorsten agrees. Imed – either rely on AF to check app service provider id, or provide id in GET query parameter. AF needs to verify ownership. Good to capture some rules.

· Imed – provisioning query returns the ones you own.

· Richard presents amended diagram. ASP is no longer a resource, now just an entity that exists. Sees provisioning session being the same as the ASP config. Thorsten – the former exists for a time period. « Session » is overloaded. Imed – keep the names short, use « configuration » instead of ASP configuration. Thorsten – prefer more verbose names, can always shortent hem later when things are clearer. But ok, can just call it Configuration now.

· Thorsten – expect multiple ingest sessions for a single channel e.g. BBC1? E.g. could provide HLS and DASH versions. Imed – could have the same ingest config and two distrtibution configs.

· Richard – clarify cardinality. Also the name « Configuration » seems wrong somehow. « Provisioning session » concept seems more fitting, should adopt that in 501 as well. Imed agrees. Thosten as well.

· Richard amends diagram accordingly. Now moving towards option H in table 3, with changed names.

· Thorsten – issue about certificate, shuold be independent of session, or duplicate for each session. Separate topic.

· Richard is to produce a revised document with this approach implemented.

AHI952 is revised to AHI955, agreed without presentation.

· Prakash – have not agreed on certificate aspect yet.

· Frederic – so agreement is restricted to API naming style, certificate issues TBD

· Presented by Imed Bouazzizi (Qualcomm)

· Proposes stage 3 for ANBR-based NA, since stage 2 was agreed.

· Gunnar – would the UE-internal interface be specified by CT1 e.g. as AT commands ? Already have this mechanism for QoE metrics. Thorsten – thinks AT commands are still in use, but thinking about the notification aspect, ppossible with AT commands ? Imed – probably true, need to look at this again.

· Thorsten

· Paul – at SA4 #107 didn’t we discuss a proposal from Qualcomm to defer NA stage 3 to R17 ? Frederic – need to check the agreements in the minutes. Thomas – based on stage 2 discussion, would not be against deferring this to R17. Frederic – if stage 2 is in R16 then stage 3 should be there too. So a good was forward would be a draft CR that addresses both NA approaches.

· Imed – would not like to delay this approach if the other approach needs more time to clarify wrt RAN. Assume MSH sits next to the modem so can access its resources, if they are from the same provider. Paul - this needs to be stated, otherwise it remains a theoretical approach for the UE.

· Presented by Richard Bradbury (BBC), with reference to the 5GMSA domain model for provisioning.

· Thorsten – had missed the last offline call on this and queries some recent changes. Good to have some example, without content preparation to start with, i.e. the simple case. Imed -  URL gets translated like any resource URL. Publish either through originin domain URL, or directly through target domain.

· Richard - example in informative annex ? Thorsten – or below the table ? URL signing not an issue for UE, but need to make that clear. 

· A separate contribution will be drafted containing one or more examples, then decide where it should be in the spec. 

· Thorsten and Imed thank Richard for the work on this.

· Thorsten – now a good time to integrate this into the draft spec.  Frederic – V1.0.0 will be the basis for that addition, since the spec will go to SA for info now. So need to await that as basis for pCRs from now on. SP-200237 under SA #87.

· Richard – vision for completing the spec now, feasible ?

· Thorsten – should try, need to complete URLs and APIs. Could be good to work based on Swagger, then write the text. Could do that in guthub to enable work in parallel.

· Richard – consumption reporting is a good candidate for progressing. Cedric – indeed ENENSYS can progress that part. 

· Richard – policy template as another sub-resource of provisioning session ? Thorsten - think so. Consumption reporting would follow the same approach as ingest.

· Frederic – even if the content is agreeable, it cannot be agreed as a pCR. Would not expect any changes or even comments at SA on V1.0.0, so safe to proceed with CR drafting against V1.0.0.

S4-AHI953 is noted, but the content is agreed for adoption in a pCR against V1.0.0.

· Richard – ISO3166-2 contains a sub-division for country regions. Basic Geo-IP databses are not so accurate, so would rely on MNO knowing more about cell sites.

· Imed – sub-divisions are used a lot in the USA. Richard – quite a lot in UK as well, also France and Germany.

· Prakash – is city name the lowest level of fencing ? Imed – think so, but there could be applications that need finer granularity, e.g. zip code.

· Time runs out at this point.

· Imed welcomes feedback offline.
