Cher Frédéric,

I am pleased to inform you that the DVB Project recently published a new technical specification on the use of dynamic adaptive media streaming in IP-based networks. BlueBook A176 (second edition) is now available for download at the following location:
https://dvb.org/?standard=adaptive-media-streaming-over-ip-multicast
Building on the reference architecture and deployment models published in the first edition of BlueBook A176 two years ago, this second edition specifies data plane and control plane operations, a session configuration document schema and two mandatory multicast media transport protocols. In particular, the media transport protocol specified in Annex F is based on the MBMS Download Profile that 3GPP has specified in TS 26.346 Annex L.4.
DVB invites your comments on our use of the 3GPP FLUTE profile, and the accompanying implementation guidelines specified in Annex G. I draw your attention specially to clause F.2.2 where we have specified a “chunked transmission” mode to support object transmission and playback of sub-objects, such as CMAF chunks, with the lowest possible end-to-end stream latency. This approach may be of interest to you.
We also invite your wider comments on the specification as a whole.

As part of the specification work we identified a couple of minor issues with the MBMS Download Profile. 3GPP members that are also participating in DVB TM-Mcast will propose a draft Change Request to the SA4 MBS subworking group in due course to address these issues.

The next meeting of the DVB Technical Module is scheduled for Thursday, 18th June 2020, coincident with SA#88 plenary. We kindly request your feedback by liaison before that date.
