· Richard: What is the difference between TV Video Profile and this profile?
a. Thomas: HD-HDR is more flexible, additional aspects are considered
b. Gilles: TV is meant by the type of service. Regardless of the device type.
c. Richard: You could make an argument that HDR is assigned to a service
· Rajan: HD-HDR capability is defined as “and”
a. Thomas: purposely an “and”
· Gilles: TS26.511 is a collection for services, not device capabilities. If we could have view of defining service profiles, it would be better to do it this way
a. Thomas: I am ok with this, but it requires to change
· Richard: Is this a poor-man’s TV profile?
a. Thomas: I believe that TV is a separate vertical
· Paul: More supportive to go towards services rather than capabilities
· Gilles: More service orientied
