	The 26.511 specification is a collection of 5GMS profiles with dedicated media requirements. Each profile is associated to a service scenario. In the absence of indication of a particular profile, the default profile requirements are applicable. 
· Discussions happened on the level of requirement associated to HEVC for which HDR support was proposed as the pre-condition to mandate the codec.
· The source observe that 
· Video-based services are occupying the major part of mobile data traffic
· Full HD is becoming a generalized distribution format for which coding efficiency is the most critical.
· Coding gains of HEVC vs AVC are well known and significant (40-50%)
· Video-based services deployed over 5GMS are likely to address devices over LTE as well, where bandwidth constrains are even more critical.
· HDR services are progressively increasing but in a marginal proportion compared to SDR.
· Mandating the support of HDR as a precondition is a too strong requirement for ensuring the use of HEVC.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is proposed to indicate in the default downlink profile, based on what is suggested in S4-200760:
- a default support for AVC HD as mandatory (no change)
- a conditional support of Full HD for which HEVC is is mandatory.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Including HDR and WCG as a precondition to support HEVC creates confusion to service providers intending to deploy video services using HEVC but not neccesarily requesting the support of HDR/WCG. Not ensuring the HEVC decoding capability for Full HD services may lead to unecessary network load with a less efficient video codec, as the default one.
