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The TFO Sub-group session took place on June 7, 2000. The meeting was chaired by the TSG-S4 Chairman temporarily acting as TFO sub-group Chairman. The meeting agenda contained in Tdoc 301/00 was approved and the documents allocated to the Agenda Items. The resulting Agenda is reported in Annex 1. The list of documents reviewed or prepared in session is provided in Annex 2. Annex 3 contains the list of participants.

1. Approval of the last meeting report

The TFO Drafting session meeting report contained in S4-000219 was amended as contained in Tdoc 219R/00. The new version is forwarded to the S4 plenary for approval.

2. Review of last meeting action points

The first reviewed the status of the Action Points from the last meeting:

AP8: Nortel Networks to send their comments on the content of the AMR CR over the reflector for inclusion (if agreed) on an updated version of the CR. All organizations to comment. Resp: All

Status: Open. The comments were not provided

AP9: Prepare a new update of the AMR CR on the basis of Tdoc 218/00, including the content of Tdoc 208R/00 and any editorial modification agreed over the reflector as part of AP8. If possible the Table and Figure numbers should be changed to reflect the section number rather than their numerical numbers. Some automatic numbering should also be removed. Resp: Rapporteur

Status: Completed. The rapporteur (C. Suerbaum, Siemens) provided an updated version of the draft TFO CR in Tdoc 235/00 as required. It was noted that the Figure numbering might have to be changed to comply with the ETSI standard. When reviewing Tdoc 302/00, it also appeared that the Figure describing the Tx_TRAU process in section 8.2.1 was not correct (It should contain 3 states instead 2). It seemed that the correct figure might have been replaced when preparing the CR against version 8.0.0 (after TSG-SA#10). The rapporteur was asked to check if it was the only occurrence of this problem.

AP10: Chairman to request Tdoc and CR numbers to the SMG2 Chairman and forward the CRs to 05.09 contained in Tdoc 214/00 and 216/00 to the SMG2 reflector for presentation at SMG2#36. Nortel Networks to check if their SMG2 delegates will be able to present the CRs. Resp: A. Ohana & Nortel Networks

Status: Completed. The CRs were forwarded and presented at SMG2 for approval (Tdocs 2-001121 & 2-001122. However, SMG2 decided to again update the CRs before approval. The final versions contained in Tdocs 2-001175 and Tdoc 2-001176 were reviewed and found to be misleading. Indeed, SMG2 decided to change the text in section 3.3.3.1 (MS response to the Codec Mode Command, not changed by the TFO Sub-group), but the new text gives as examples of situations where the MS should change the Codec Mode one step at a time, the same examples previously listed as exception to the rule. This is not correct and the text should be changed again. The TSG-S4 Chairman was charged to contact the SMG2 Chairman to propose to withdraw the CRs contained in Tdoc 1175 & 1176 before presentation to the next SMG plenary and if possible to replace them with new versions without modifications of section 3.3.3.1 (see new action point AP17).

AP11: Make proposal for a CR on the AMR specifications to restrict the Mode Control Rate interval to 40ms for all systems. Resp: All

Status: Open. No proposal presented so far.

AP12: All organization to check the acceptability of the working assumption for the default codec set for the optimal scenario. Resp: All

Status: Closed. No organization opposed the working assumption (see Tdoc 303R/00). 
AP13: Nortel Network to check if it is possible to detail all cases of codec mode mismatch and create an exhaustive list for the result of the currently proposed codec mismatch resolution rules. Resp: Nortel Networks & all

Status: Closed. Nortel Network made an oral presentation indicating that the number of ACS/SCS configurations for one BSS was higher than 5000. The number of basic TFO scenarios could then be higher than 25,000,000, making it impossible to describe the codec mismatch resolution in an exhaustive format.

AP14: New proposal expected for a revised section 8 and a better presented text in section 10 (tables listing event types and conditions). Resp: Ericsson & all

Status: Closed. Ericsson made a proposal for a revised content of section 8 contained in Tdoc 302/00.

AP15: New proposal expected for a revised section 12, possibly limited to the optimal scenario in a first phase. Resp: All

Status: Open. No proposal presented so far.

AP16: New proposal expected for a table of content and preliminary version of the TS28.062 (3G TFO version supposedly applicable to GSM and UMTS. Resp: All

Status: Open. No proposal presented so far.

3. TFO Release 98:

No document presented for this Agenda Item.

4. TFO Release 2000:

The sub-group first reviewed the content of the AMR TFO Scenarios assumptions contained in Annex 4 of the report and decided to update and clarify its content. A new version of the table was prepared and provided in Tdoc 303R/00.

Ericsson presented Tdoc 302/00 containing a revised text for section 8 of the TFO specification. However, it was not possible to review the proposal in its totality and it was asked that all organizations review the proposal off line and provide comment over the reflector (see new action point AP18).

The group finally discussed a possible organization of the new TS 28.062 and agreed that a first proposal would be required to further progress this issue. The chairman proposed to submit a proposal in the next two weeks, which was accepted (see new action point AP19).

It was also agreed that it would not be possible to present anything to TSG-SA for approval or information at this point.

The following action points must be completed or progressed before or at the next drafting session:

AP8: Nortel Networks to send their comments on the content of the AMR CR over the reflector for inclusion (if agreed) on an updated version of the CR. All organizations to comment. Resp: All

AP11: Make proposal for a CR on the AMR specifications to restrict the Mode Control Rate interval to 40ms for all systems. Resp: All

AP15: New proposal expected for a revised section 12, possibly limited to the optimal scenario in a first phase. Resp: All

AP16: New proposal expected for a table of content and preliminary version of the TS28.062 (3G TFO version supposedly applicable to GSM and UMTS. Resp: All

AP17: TSG-S4 Chairman to contact the SMG2 Chairman to propose to withdraw or replace the CRs to 05.09 contained in Tdocs 2-001175 & 2-001176 before their presentation to the next SMG plenary. Resp: A. Ohana

AP18: All organizations to review Ericsson proposal for the modified text in section 8 contained in Tdoc 302/00 and provide comment over the reflector or at the next drafting session. Resp: All

AP19: Proposal expected for a first draft TS 28.062 before the next TFO drafting session. Resp: A. Ohana

5 Transcoder Free Operation:

TrFO was not further discussed.

6. Miscellaneous:

The next TFO drafting session could be postponed to July 19-21 to avoid a collision with a tentative date for the next TFO-TrFO Harmonization workshop (July 18). If not necessary, the original date of July 17-19 will be kept. The host for this meeting should be announced by correspondence.
