· Gilles: Audio can still be discussed despite the video SWG

· Thomas: XR2 has 7 cameras, 2 per eye for eye tracking, etc.

· Gilles: making this more “systems” would be useful

· Thomas: I believe that the separation of vision processing and media capturing may not simple be differentiated, as this may be machine

· Ali: Media camera (rgb signals) and vision camera (point cloud) can both be consumed by machines and human. should not mix.

· Eric: we wanted to differentiate between logical functions

· Ali: what is the AR/MR media content delivery?

· Eric: this was added to have a place holder for delivery

· Thomas: preference for the type of signals

· Ali: we may need some further processing in between

· Thomas: prefer to look at a specific set of devices and understand the capabilities.

Decision:

· Expect new contribution for next meeting taking into account the above.

· Ryan: What is the difference from the new use case from the previous one? Is this you see what I see.

· Teng: remote and local can see video content.

· Ryan: Still need to understand the details

· Ryan: Second use, media is coming from third-party - is this the only difference?

· Teng: yes, this is first difference, but also the salesman can be captured.

· Ryan: for the first difference, does not make a significant difference.

· Thomas: What is the video content?

· Teng: can change video content.

· Thomas: I am unclear what the remote engineer is seeing

· Teng: it is seeing the local engineer

· Ryan: still unclear what the difference is - needs a note.

· Thomas: reluctant to add additional information than use cases.

· Agreed to add only the use case descriptions and categorization to PD with the notes from the above

· Ryan will do so.
