· Thomas: I want to make sure that if you test different delays and packet loss rates, you will get significant variants in the results.

· Gilles: Instead of removing completely the RANconfiguration we add other values suggested and RAN decides
· Abdellatif: We believe that there are variants possible.

· Peter: we understand that SA4 defines requirements for the application setting.

· Qi: this up to RAN1

· Thomas: I still want to make clear that if you change the settings on RAN, the system is needed to adapt. This is missing. We need more details. 

· Gilles: Let’s add it to the note

· Thomas: will still improve this.

· Lei: As discussed with Thomas offline for 4.1.4 and 4.2.4, it needs to be clarified” the summarized latency in the following is the duration from the time of the content generation in the server to the time of its arriving at the gNB in the DL.” It also needs to be clarified that the summarised latency equals to the pre-encoder latency+ encoder latency+ the transmission time from the server to the gNB.
