Presenter: Peng Tan (Telus)
Discussion: 
· Richard: Where does 5MBS bearer come from? It seems not used by SA2.
· Peng: You are right. There is no definition. We should align with SA2.
· Frédéric: They had a 5MBS bearer at some points but it’s no longer used.
· Thorsten: Maybe it is an MBS session.
· Richard: Do you think everything should be mapped in table 1?
· Thorsten: From an SA4 perspective, many of things in table 1 (e.g. C-TEID) are internal and so not needed. Recommend to wait.
· Thorsten: On the figure 2, I think we should not take transparent and group communication delivery functions. At this stage, it still needs to be studied.
· Richard: It depends on the intention with the diagram. If the purpose is to document, maybe the diagram should suggest what we want and include these functions.
· Richard: In a PCR, it could be added in a key issue and a proposal.
· Peng: Is it in SA4 scope.
· Frédéric: So far it is.
· Imed: Qualcomm view is that User Service concept may not need to be carried over in 5MBS.
· Peng: Still need some equivalent concept in 5MBS.
· Imed: By analogy, in 5GMS we don’t offer one service, we just offer a selection of network functions that offer APIs as a toolbox that enables the caller to build their own services. It’s a philosophical/conceptual question. Facilitator/enabler rather than user service provider.

Discussion: 
· Discussion based on e-mail comments from Qi Pan.
· Richard: Step 9, The EEC first finds the EES and then the EEC is registered. What is the mechanism for locating the EES?
· Imed: It contacts the ECS.
· Richard: The sequence needs amending. After 9 and before 10, we have to register. Maybe it is part of 10. I think it would be better to add a step.
· Imed: If we agree, I can add this step including EEC registering on EES.
· Richard: In the text for steps 8 and 10, “EAS/5GMS AS” is misleading. The text doesn't need to be aligned with the diagram. Should read Locate EAS “5GMS AS”.
· Richard: In step 8, “DNS or Edge-5”: I’m not sure it is valid in the process. In the first one, DNS is not involved.
· Imed: OK to remove the DNS in step 8 and 18. EDGE-5 only is kept.
· Qi: I am fine with these modifications.

· Registration step to be added between 9 and 10.
· Correct labels of step 8 and 10 in main text as above.
· DNS to be removed in step 8 and 18. EDGE-5 only is kept..

Presenter: Iraj Sodagar (Tencent)
Discussion: 
· Frédéric: In 5.2.1, the term results is used. Iit positive, the content, …?
· Iraj: It is the resulting content. Maybe we need to clarify.
· Frédéric: In preconditions, 1b. Both uplink and downlink capable?
· Iraj: yes
· Fred: In 5.2.3.1, preconditions 2a. The AS needs to have the resources/capabilities, otherwise it fails. Catering for new CPTs coming in could be documented as an open issue.
· Charles: Ingest is meaning downlink streaming? Shall we use ingest?
· Iraj: We are using both downlink and uplink. Ingest here means distribution. CPT provided to network which defines ingest for uplink streaming plus distribution. AS does all processing for distribution. Content never goes to the Application Service Provider.
· Charles: So far, we only use ingest for content sourced from Content Provider. Egest is content from AS to Application Provider.
· Richard: Just qualify it as uplink ingest by the AS.
· Ed: Is this UGC or production use case? Lawful intercept implications for UGC. Does it go to individual ports? Don’t want non-UGC content to be filtered for lawful intercept. What is the Point Of Intercept (POI)? Is it even in a different country?
· Iraj: No distinction at this point.
· Thorsten: Relevant to Trusted Domain only?
· Ed: Production staff or general public. Only issues in the latter case.
· Thorsten: New collaboration where AS is in an external DN?
· Iraj: We can add but it is not in the scope.
· Fred: How to proceed?
· Iraj: pCR. Additional contributions for collaboration scenarios.

· Iraj will update with some editorials sent to the editor but it is agreed.
