3	Justification
5GMS has defined the architecture and interface to implement different deployment schemes according to the integration degree of operators and content providers.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK6]However, XR services, such as XR media streaming and XR conversation, have various requirements on network functionalities. Comparing with traditional multimedia services, in order to enable the collaboration between operators and content providers, it is necessary to establish more comprehensive and diverse collaboration mode, including network resources, network media handler, media processing, content distribution, etc. OTT XR service may provide related media and media layer QoS requirement or QoE reporting to network and MNO may support to provide XR function implementation, storage or distribution and expose such related information to OTT. More efficient collaboration modes are worth further study.
