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1	Introduction
At the 3GPP meeting #118-e, the Permanent Document for MeCAR v1.0 [1] and the draft TS of MeCAR [2] were approved. In the PD, it is suggested that the former EDGAR type of device from the 5G_STAR TR should be renamed. However, it was commented that the justification could be added for better clarify of the document.
As a result, this contribution provides the rationale for such renaming the EDGAR-type category and proposes possible new names for this category.

2	Proposal
2.1	Renaming justification
As defined in the Work Item Description, the scope of MeCAR covers, among other aspects, the media capabilities on the device. The MeCAR specification is thus centred around the device and the MeCAR scope ends at the interface between the device and the network. Therefore, in the MeCAR context, the specification is thus agnostic as to what network entity (e.g. edge server) is connected to the device. This is the reason why the name EDGe-Dependent AR (EDGAR) is misleading since MeCAR does not presuppose the presence of any edge nor other network entity.
While preserving the device characteristics, a more adequate name, i.e. without reference to an edge, for this device category is desirable.
2.2	Possible new device category names
As a reminder, the EDGAR device type defined in TR 26.998 is as follows:

There are two possibilities:
1. Redefining the EDGAR acronym. 
2. Defining a new acronym.

With option 1, the advantage is that the link with the EDGAR type from the 5G_STAR study is obvious. The disadvantage is that it may be confusing that EDGAR MeCAR and EDGAR 5G_STAR are not the same and that EDGAR MeCAR does not depend on an edge server.
With option 2, the confusion with 5G_STAR EDGAR is avoided as the acronyms are different. But at the same time, this also weakens the reference with the 5G_STAR EDGAR type. To mitigate this problem, we would suggest to choose a new acronym which is also a person name to make a implicit reference to 5G_STAR EDGAR.
Based on this, we propose the following acronyms and corresponding names.
a. EDGAR
a. Essential Digital Glass for AR
b. simplE Digital Glass for AR
b. HEATHER
a. HEAd-mounted unteTHered Essential glass for aR
c. OSGAR
a. Ocular Simple Glass for AR
b. head-mOunted Simple Glass for AR
d. CEDAR
a. Comfortable Essential Display for AR

3	Conclusion
We believe that the possible confusion by reusing the same acronym as in the 5G_STAR study is problematic the dependency on an edge does not exist in MeCAR. Therefore, we would recommend option 2, i.e. a new acronym, from that option, OSGAR as in Ocular Simple Glass for AR.
In addition, we recommend adding clause 2.1 in the PD of MeCAR to justify the new naming for EDGAR-type device category.
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
