[bookmark: _Hlk109550148]SA4 acknowledges SA3's LS response to SA2 on the topic of the security architecture for 5G multicast/broadcast and thanks SA3 for amending clause W.4.1.3 of TS 33.501 in line with SA2's recommendation to respecify the User Plane security procedure in more neutral terms (i.e., referring to the MBS Security Function). This change unblocks the completion of this aspect of the MBS User Services architecture by SA4 in TS 26.501.
However, SA4 observes that this change in TS 33.501 V17.8.0 introduces an architectural anomaly between the Control Plane procedure and the User Plane procedure in the case of GBA-based security (per TS 33.246), as summarised in the table below:
