This SWG meeting is on IVAS.

The meeting outcome is summarized below: 
· IVAS 
· Contribution S4aA230091 is a first draft of 26.258 (floating-point code) which was presented to get comments. Since the code is C code, ANSI will be removed from the title. Concern was expressed by Huawei on inclusion of two split rendering solutions, the discussion will be continued at SA4#125 on the basis of a planned contribution by Huawei. The plan is to provide the draft 26.258 to SA4#125 with source all proponents.
· Contribution S4aA230093 is a first draft of 26.250 (overview) which was presented to get comments. The same concern as above was expressed by Huawei. Apple referred to connection to products. Further off-line editing will take place and the plan is to provide the draft 26.250 to SA4#125 with source all proponents. 
· Contribution S4aA230094 raises awareness on fixed-point conversion; the goal is to make a decision at SA4#125. Action items on both sides (Ittiam and proponents) are on-going. Mr. S. Bruhn (Dolby) offered to contact Ittiam and organize their remote participation at SA4#125.

· W. Zia: this technology (i.e. split rendering) is seen in connection to products and market needs
· Conclusion: this draft goes into the right direction, further off-line editing will be useful and there will be an input contribution for the SA4 meeting with source all PC companies
