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	Reason for 
change:

	The BICC protocol is used for TrFO negotiation in UE-to-UE calls and in negotiation for "Transcoder at the Edge"(TCaE) for UE-to-PSTN or UE-to-GSM scenarios. Within this TCaE the TFO protocol needs the Optimisation Mode parameter, which signals, whether an UMTS network is able and willing to modify its ACS due to needs of a distant TFO partner. If so, the potential change of the ACS would result in a "Codec Modification" procedure in BICC, triggered by the TCaE.

It is under discussion to extend the OM to the BICC protocol as well. One potenial formulation could be: "The OM parameter shall be used in the BICC negotiation to indicate that the ACS offered by the sending side is the only one acceptable: no modification of it is allowed".
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
