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S4 thanks T1 for the LS regarding conformance test requirements for application layer test. 

Two S4 work areas possibly requiring conformance testing were identified by T1: 

1) Wideband Telephony Service - AMR (AMR-WB)

2) Tandem Free aspects for 3G and between 2G and 3G systems (TFO)  

For both work items, the specifications under S4 responsibility are expected to be presented for information at TSG-SA#10 in December and for approval at TSG-SA#11 in March. 

TFO does not itself affect the interoperability of UEs and the network. [However, AMR signalling between UE and network is affected by the TFO operation]. S4 does not see need for conformance testing for the TFO-operation.

AMR-WB (Adaptive Multi-Rate Wideband) will be a new optional speech codec for 3G. Like the existing mandatory 3G AMR (Adaptive Multi-Rate) narrowband codec, AMR-WB is an adaptive codec containing several modes. AMR-WB will be standardised also for use in GSM like the existing AMR. S4 leaves it to T1 to consider if any conformance testing is needed and to produce relevant specifications, as it will require the expertise existing within T1. S4 is happy to provide any additional support to T1 if needed. 

S4 has prepared requirements specification for terminal acoustic characteristics (TS 26.131) and terminal acoustic test specification (TS 26.132) for narrowband telephony. S4 will complement these two specifications for Release 4 to contain the requirements and test specifications also for wideband telephony.
