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Introduction

This specification describes coding of real time text conversation in the 3G PS conversational multimedia environment.

Motivation

Realtime text chat has accompanied nearly every videophone and video conferencing product since conversational multimedia was introduced. 

Video coding and audio coding benefit from early standardisation. The text chat in the PS domain video call stayed unstandardised until May 2000. Unstandardised features seldom gain popularity.

Now, real time text conversation is standardised and ready to achieve the same popularity as standardised text messaging but in another application setting – the multimedia conversation call.

Inclusion in the 3G multimedia conversation environment will complete the real time conversational media to practically all that users tend to use actively in a conversation. Total Conversation can be offered the users.

Transmission in standardised real time text conversation is specified to occur for each character or in groups not older than 500 ms. This arrangement ensures the real time feeling of a personal call to be valid also for the text part.

Existing standards

1. Total Conversation, including video, text and voice is specified in ITU-T F.703 Multimedia Conversation Service Description (11/00)

2. Real time text conversation presentation is specified in ITU-T T.140 (02/98)

3. T.140 make use of ISO 10 646-1, in UTF-8 transform, suitable for all languages.

4. T.140 has an RTP payload specified in RFC 2793. (05/00)

5. RFC 2793 is MIME registered as text/t140 and can be initiated in SDP.

6. T.140 is referenced as the way to transmit real time text conversation for 3G-324 in 26.110.

Proposal

It is proposed that real time text conversation is included in the PS Multimedia Conversation specification as an optional media type using ITU-T T.140.
