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SA4 thanks ETSI STQ-Aurora DSR working group for the information related to the DSR work given by the LS “Liaison between Aurora & 3GPP” (Tdoc S4-010048) and for the attention brought to the Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) service specification.
SA4 would like to inform ETSI STQ-Aurora DSR working group on the progress regarding the PSS service specification and that DSR applications are felt of interest by the group.

SA4 has agreed to complete the PSS service work item in two phases where the first phase will already include a complete basic streaming service, and is referred to as basic streaming. The second phase builds on the first phase and includes additional compatible functionality. The first phase will be completed for Release 4 (Approval in March 2001 in 3GPP TSG SA#11)and the second phase for Release 5 (approval in December 2001 in 3GPP TSG SA4#18). The present SA4 work on streaming is limited to downlink streaming (with a terminal as a streaming client).

Release 4 will at least include support for session control (based on a subset of RTSP), transport protocols (based on RTP/UDP), presentation control, and support for basic media types. Default codes and RTP payload formats will be defined for speech, video, still images, and text (possibly audio as well). 

It is forseen to define the working assumption on the content of advanced streaming (Rel5) in 3GPP TSG SA4#16 (26 February-2 Mars). It is anticipated that PSS services Rel. 5 will be based on the IETF packet protocols using RTP (Real Time Protocol), SDP (Session Description Protocol). If upstreaming functionality is agreed, the possibility to have streaming services interworking with DSR applications could be considered for Release 5.
