RAN3 has found that there is functionality in TS 26.102 V3.2.0 that is not consistent with the Iu User Plane specification, TS 25.415 V3.5.0. The description in 26.102 contains Initial Time Alignment that is not part of the functionality described in Iu User Plane. 

RAN3 is lacking the understanding of why Initial Time Alignment is needed, and would like to propose that the functionality is removed from 26.102 in order to align the specifications (draft CR attached). 

If SA4 does not find the removal of the functionality appropriate then RAN3 would like to know the technical reasons of why this functionality is needed. 

RAN3 would also like to know if SA4 sees that there are other parts of the Time Alignment procedure that should be aligned between the 26.102 and 25.415 specifications.
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The ‘Initial Time Alignment’ procedure is described in 26.102. This is a however not described in 25.415, and therefore the procedure is not supported by the Iu User Plane.
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The Initial Time Alignment procedure is removed.
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A procedure is described in the specification that does not work, since the Iu User Plane does not support the procedure.
