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Introduction

This document contains a brief report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#11 (March 19-22, 2001). The content is the same as in mail sent out to SA4-reflector after TSG-SA#11 meeting (on 26th March 2001), and as in PSM subgroup Tdoc S4-AHP0022. The SA4 Progress Report to TSG-SA#11 is found in TSG-SA Tdoc SP-010081.

1. New specifications 

All new specifications from SA4 were approved:

TR on Performance Characterization of the AMR Speech Codec (TR 26.975) to R99 

The SA4-part of AMR-WB codec Work Item (26-series codec specifications) were considered ready. However, there were concerns that in other WGs and TSGs all is not yet ready for Rel-4, and the Work Item (WI) could not therefore be considered for Rel-4. After a debate, a compromise was agreed: The AMR-WB WI will be put to Rel-5 for the time being. At TSG-SA#12 (June), the progress will be reviewed and the debate can be opened again on inclusion of AMR-WB to Rel-4. Consequently, the AMR-WB 26-series specifications were approved as part of Rel-5 for the time being. Furthermore, they were declared as functionally frozen already now (preventing any functional modifications in them even if they will stay in Rel-5). All relevant WGs need to report at the next TSG-SA meeting on their progress in finalising specifications relevant to AMR-WB. Final decision on inclusion of AMR-WB into Rel-4 or Rel-5 will be done at TSG-SA#12.

It was agreed that the S2 WI Global Text Telephony, as a whole, will be considered in Rel-5 including the SA4 part of defining Cellular Text Telephony Modem (CTM). Consequently, all CTM specifications from SA4, including the Minimum Performance Specification (TS 26.231) approved now at TSG-SA#11, belong to Rel-5. 

2. Change Requests

All CRs were approved, except CR 008 Rev 2 to TS 26.103 ("Introduction of AMR-WB and UMTS_AMR_2" in Tdoc SP-010104). After moving AMR-WB for the time being to Rel-5, this CR now relates to both Rel-4 and Rel-5. The CR had therefore to be split into two separate CRs one for Rel-4 issues ("Introduction of UMTS_AMR_2") and one for Rel-5 issues ("Introduction of AMR-WB"). The editorial work was done off-line (thanks to Karl Hellwig and Pasi Ojala) and the separated CRs (included in Tdoc SP-010199) were approved. Due to moving AMR-WB for now to Rel-5, all AMR-WB CRs were considered for Rel-5 (instead of Rel-4).

3. Other issues

· Relevant WGs (in RAN and CN) were requested to verify that necessary support exists in their specifications for the new AMR codec type (UMTS_AMR_2) and also that no problems will be encountered with a GSM terminal roaming into a R99 3G network. Feedback is expected at TSG-SA#12.

· Interested companies were requested to check in other WGs than SA4 if anything needs to be added in their specifications about transparent end-to-end PSS. (Especially "system capabilities specifications" were mentioned.) 

· The references to AMR-WB will need to be updated in the PSM specifications (TSs 26.233, 26.234, and 26.235) depending on the final decision on inclusion of AMR-WB in Rel-4 at TSG-SA#12
