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1. Introduction

The PSM SWG ad-hoc meeting #3 (on 30-31 October 2001) requested SA4 Chairman to send two off-line communications out to SA5 and T2. The request was made since SWGs are not able to send out formal LSs, but PSM SWG felt worth sending communication out before SA4#19 (so that the information would be available in time for the next SA5 and T2 meetings in late November).The PSM SWG requests and the SA4 Chairman’s actions are briefly described below. 

2. Communication to SA5 Chairman

Extract from draft report of PSM ad-hoc meeting #3 (Tdoc S4-010581): 

“S4-AHP066, Liaison Statement reply on Charging aspects for streaming services from TSG-SA WG5 and S4-AHP067, Liaison Statement reply on Stage 1 for Extended Streaming Service from TSG-SA WG5. The two documents contained, according to the understanding of the meeting, basically the same information. It was decided to ask the SA4 chairman, Kari Järvinen, to send a chairman’s note back to SA5 confirming that the SA1 and SA4 LS (to SA5) describe the same service and that the PSM SWG welcomes the planned SA5 work task for service charging for Release 5 and would like Streaming to be included in it.” (Note: These LSs were later given SA4 Tdoc numbers 571 and 572.)

Dear Albert,

I am approaching you in your capacity as 3GPP SA5 Chairman.
SA4 Packet Switched Multimedia (PSM) Sub-Working-Group, in their recent ad-hoc meeting on 30-31 October 2001, received for information two LSs from SA5 (S5-010649 and S5-010650) on Charging aspects for streaming services - both addressed to SA4. (PSM SWG is the SA4 SWG who is progressing the Streaming work within SA4.) 

There has not yet been a SA4 meeting to receive the mentioned LSs from SA5 and SA4 cannot yet formally respond. However, the SA4 PSM SWG felt that it would be beneficial to send off-line PSM SWG' s view on the requested issues to SA5 for immediate clarification (so that this information will be available at SA5#24 in November where SA5 plans further investigation on the subject as indicated in the LSs from SA5). Consequently, the PSM SWG ad-hoc meeting requested SA4 Chairman to communicate off-line their view for information to SA5 Chairman. This is why I am sending this mail to you. 

SA4 PSM SWG would like to clarify the following:

First, the mentioned SA1 and SA4 liaisons refer to the same service "Extended Transparent Packet Switched End-to-end Streaming Service" for Release 5 (3GPP Feature ID=34001). SA1 is currently in the process of defining Service Requirements for the work. Some technical work, strictly quided by the ongoining Stage 1 Service Requirments work in SA1, has been started in parallel at SA4 PSM SWG. 

Second, the SA4 PSM SWG view is that the generation of CDRs is needed for the Extended Transparent End-to-end PS Streaming Service. SA4 PSM SWG is not planning to do any work on generating CDRs. The PSM SWG therefore welcomes the planned SA5 work task for service charging for Release 5 and would like Streaming to be included in it. The PSM SWG would also like SA4 to be kept informed on the progress.

In case SA4 has more information or any complementing views, a formal response LS from next SA4 plenary meeting (on December 3-7, 2001) will be prepared.

3. Communication to T2 and T2 SWG3 EMS Chairmen

Extract from draft report of PSM ad-hoc meeting #3 (Tdoc S4-010581):

“On the first day of the PSM AHG meeting Stephan Tassart from Alcatel submitted via the SA4 reflector some comments about vector graphics in MMS and EMS. In this mail the current status of the discussions and conclusions on vector graphics for EMS in T2  was highlighted. It was suggested to SA4 to either wait for the EMS decision in T2 or to issue a liaison statement to T2 informing them about the SA4 considerations at the PSM AHG meeting. Because of the fact that an AHG meeting can not formally approve/send LS to other WG and the fact that the next SA4 meeting takes place after the next T2 meeting, the SA4 chairman was asked to off-line communicate the related developments in SA4 PSM SWG to be known and to be taken into account during the T2 discussions.”

2D Vector Graphics for PSS and MMS in SA4 PSM SWG 

TO: Chairmen of T2 and T2 SWG3 EMS

Dear Ian and Arthur,

I am sending this mail to you as your capacity of Chairmen of T2 and T2 SWG3 EMS. 

During the recent 3GPP SA4 PSM (Packet Switched Multimedia) Sub-Working-Group AdHoc meeting (on October 30-31), we addressed the issue of a format for 2D vector graphics content to be used in MMS and PSS (Packet Switched Streaming) for the Rel-5 timeframe. SA4 PSM SWG understands that discussion is currently ongoing in T2 for the choice of a 2D vector graphics format for the EMS service, and that a decision is expected to be made during the next T2 meeting at the end of November. Therefore, the SA4 PSM AdHoc meeting requested me, as SA4 Chairman, to off-line communicate the related developments in SA4 PSM SWG to be known and to be taken into account during the T2 discussion. (The next SA4 meeting will take place on 3-7 December, which is only after the next T2 meeting, and therefore formal liaison from SA4 cannot be produced in time for the next T2 meeting.) 

The SA4 PSM SWG meeting reached the following conclusions: 

- SVG (Scalable Vector Graphics) specifications by W3C are expected to become sufficiently stable in the Rel-5 timeframe (the first public draft of SVG Mobile profile was released during week 44); 

- SVG is expected to become the standard for 2D vector graphics commonly used in the market (internet);

- The 2D vector graphics format Scalable Vector Graphics (SVG) should be supported for Multimedia Messaging (MMS) and Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) services;

- The question whether SVG should be mandatory ("should" replaced by "shall" in the relevant SA4 Rel-5 draft specifications on PSS and MMS) is under discussion in the PSM SWG.    

To avoid market fragmentation, improve interoperability and ensure the widest availability of content throughout multimedia services, SA4 PSM SWG believes that it would be highly desirable that SVG technology is the basis for the encoding of 2D vector graphics content in as many mobile multimedia services as possible. 

The above was a brief status report that I was requested to communicate off-line on behalf of SA4 PSM SWG for your information.
