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1. Introduction
The PSS vocabulary for content negotiation (see section 5.2.3.2 of current draft TS 26.234 rel.5) includes the PssAccept and the PssAccept-Subset attributes. The first attribute includes a list of MIME types that identify the content types that the terminal can accept. The second attribute provides additional information whenever the terminal can only accept one or several profiles of the specified content types. 

Example: 

PssAccept: “image/jpeg”

PssAcceptSubset: “JPEG-Baseline”

Two profiles for SVG have been proposed for inclusion into release 5 specification: SVG-Basic and SVG-Tiny. 

This proposal is conditional that S4 accepts SVG for inclusion into its release 5 specification.

2. Proposal
We propose to specify two more legal values for the PssAccept-Subset attribute: 

· An identifier that indicates that the terminal can accept SVG content that conforms to the SVG-Tiny profile. The proposed name for this identifier is “SVG-Tiny”.

· Another identifier that indicates that the terminal can accept SVG content that conforms to the SVG-Basic profile. The proposed name for this identifier is “SVG-Basic”.
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
