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1 Introduction

There seems to be a wide consensus about the fact that a more frequent RTCP feedback than what is mandated in the RTP specification [1] is beneficial to the end-to-end PSS Quality of Service (QoS). In the PSM AHG meeting held in Helsinki on 30-31 October 2001, such benefits have been shown [2] for conversational service.

RTCP reports sent by a PSS client back to the PSS server allow the latter to take decisions in order to adjust the error resilience properties of the transmitted data flow appropriately.

2 Motivation

The RTP protocol [1] requires that RTCP report interval is > 5 seconds. 

This hard constraint is relaxed in the new RTP [3], where it is specified that "The RECOMMENDED value for a fixed minimum interval is 5 seconds". In this way a lower value than 5 seconds is allowed to be used [4], bringing benefits to the PSS QoS.

Furthermore, the new RTP draft will soon become an RFC as Draft Standard. See text from the IETF mailing list, dated 22 January 2002:
