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1 CTM & WB speech telephony

Tdocs S4-020121 and S4-02122 from Ericsson propose to include requirements for CTM when WB-AMR is used.

CTM was added to 3GPP standards to enable the existing GSM and future UMTS networks in the USA to cope with the FCC requirements on equal access for the disable people to the emergency centres, also known as E911 centres. In the USA the so-called TTY terminals are very popular within the deaf and hard of hearing community. That’s why the CTM adapter was mandated for both terminals and networks in the USA.

The other text telephony standards, like the Minitel in France, access to wireless through gateways, which offer a V.18 interworking, and that extract the text to use a more adapted means to convey it up to the mobile user.

There has never been requirement for supporting CTM with WB telephony services. We fail to see any scenario where this would be relevant. When an emergency centre is called it has always been, it is always, and it will always, in the foreseeable future, be in NB.

When a call is started CTM capability information is signalled to the network by the terminal. The network then assigns a NB Transcoder/Gateway to this call whether this is a mobile-to-mobile call or not, so CTM mobile-to-mobile calls, in our understanding, always in NB.

Furthermore when Mobile terminals with WB-AMR codecs arrive on the market it is very likely that there will be other means for text wireless personal-to-personal communications, at least those already available.

2 Proposal

The CR on the 3GPP TS26.231 is either withdrawn or rejected. If at the next SA4 “sensible” scenarios showing that there’s an interest in having CTM with WB are presented then the CR will be considered.
